Preserving Southern Culture and History

The University Libraries is participating in a three year
collaborative project, called the National Digital Infor-
mation Infrastructure and Preservation Program
sponsored by the Library of Congress to develop a
MetaArchive of Southern Cultural Heritage
www.metaarchive.org.

The project will create a network for preserving critical
and at-risk content relative to southern culture and
history.  The targeted content includes a wide range of
subjects complementary to Library of Congress
collections such as the civil rights movement, southern
music, handicrafts, the Civil War, slave narratives and
church history.  Professor Delinda S. Buie, Curator Rare
Books and Manuscripts is the primary investigator and
Professor Weiling Liu, Director, Office of Libraries
Technologies is the co-investigator for the UofL
section. Library faculty and staff  will be contacting
units and departments within the university to help
identify resources that exist at UofL.

PLoS Medicine
PLOS Medicine http://plosmedicine.org, the second Open
Access journal launched by the Public Library of Science
http://plos.org, released its inaugural issue on October 19,
2004.   PLOS Medicine is the first major, international general
medicine journal to be introduced in more than seventy
years. This online, full text journal is available free of charge
and accessible to everyone.

American countries, including 2,600 scholarly journals. Made up
of  Clase, specializing in the social sciences and humanities, and
Periodica, covering fields of science and technology. Publica-
tions are primarily in Spanish, Portuguese, or French, with a
few English titles.

Oxford Dictionary of  National Biography 50,000 biogra-
phies and 10,000 portrait illustrations of people who shaped
the history of the British Isles and beyond, from the earliest
times to the year 2000. The online version includes the com-
plete text of the new 60-volume Oxford DNB plus the
complete text of the original 33-volume DNB.

ProQuest Computing  Covers Computerworld, InfoWorld,
Computer Reseller News, PC World, and more than 250 other
leading computing journals—both general and highly special-
ized.

Clinical Pharmacology Contains current, concise and
clinically-relevant drug monographs for all U.S. prescription
drugs, hard-to-find herbal and nutritional supplements, over-
the-counter products and new and investigational drugs.

Communication Abstracts A comprehensive source of
information about communication-related publications on a
worldwide scale. Covers communication-related articles,
reports, papers, and books from a variety of publishers,
research institutions, and information sources, as well as
international literature in film studies, the role of technology in
human communications, risk communication, crisis communi-
cation and public opinions.

Index Islamicus Indexes literature on Islam, the Middle East
and the Muslim world—both works written about the Middle
East as well as about the other main Muslim areas of Asia and
Africa, plus Muslim minorities elsewhere.

Social Services Abstracts Provides bibliographic coverage of
current research focused on social work, human services, and
related areas, including social welfare, social policy, and community
development.

Digests of Environmental Impact Statements (EIS) Contains
abstracts of environmental impact statements issued by the U.S.
federal government. Each entry includes a clear description of the
project, sections on positive impact and negative consequences,
and legal mandates. Major areas of coverage include air transporta-
tion, defense programs, energy, hazardous substances, land use,
parks, refuges, and forests, research and development, roads and
railroads, urban and social programs, water.

ASFA 3: Aquatic Pollution and Environmental Quality  The
only abstracts journal devoted exclusively to research and policy on
the contamination of oceans, seas, lakes, rivers, and estuaries.
ASFA 3 contains information that will prove essential to specialists
who deal in any capacity with aquatic environments and marine
pollution problems, including biologists, oceanographers, limnolo-
gists, environmental engineers and scientists, industrial engineers,
waste managers, corporate regulatory affairs managers, and
government officials.

Environmental Engineering Abstracts Covers the world
literature pertaining to technological and engineering aspects of air
and water quality, environmental safety, and energy production.
Indexes more than 700 primary journals and over 2,500 additional
sources.

Human Population & Na tural Resource Management
Explores human population and demography topics, as well as
societal issues involving natural resource management.

Risk Abstracts Encompasses risk arising from industrial,
technological, environmental, and other sources, with an emphasis
on assessment and management of risk. The broad,
multidisciplinary coverage of risk-related concerns ranges from
public and environmental health to social issues and psychological
aspects. Professionals involved in risk research studies, environ-
mental science, engineering and design, or any type of industry will
find in Risk Abstracts essential information that can help them
identify, measure, evaluate, and manage risks of all kinds.

Water Resources Abstracts provides summaries of the world’s
technical and scientific literature on water-related topics covering
the characteristics, conservation, control, pollution, treatment, use
and management of water resources.

Book Review Digest Plus Descriptive summaries of books as
well as excerpts of book reviews, with all the book review citations
and full text of book reviews from eleven other H. W. Wilson
indexes.

Child Abuse, Child Welfare & Adoption For researchers,
practitioners, policy makers, and administrators working to prevent
and treat child abuse and neglect, and to provide out-of-home
placement and permanency planning services. Citations and
abstracts are to books, journal articles, final reports from federally-
funded grant, conference papers, unpublished papers, reports on
completed or continuing research, as well as descriptions of service
programs and prevention and treatment strategies.

Stationery Features Images From Ekstrom Library’s Photographic Archives

The Grand Valley State University implemented a system
like the RRSS  and  shows its Automated Retrieval System
(nicknamed Spot) on its website at  http://www.gvsu.edu/
library/spot/SEESPOT_SD_files/frame.htm. Other
libraries that have robotic retrieval and storage systems
include Sonoma State Library, Eastern Michigan Univer-
sity Library, and California State University, Northridge.

Quality Markers and Use of Electronic Journals The Robotic Retrieval and Storage System (RRSS) is a
temperature and humidity-controlled environment that
can house up to 1.2 million volumes. Each item is inserted
with a chip that allows the robot to locate the particular
bin containing that item. The robot retrieves the bin and
delivers it to the service counter where an attendant will
pull out the appropriate item and give it to the patron. To
see what the robot looks like, visit the web site at Sonoma
State University http://lib web.sonoma.edu/about/
ars.html where a similar system is used.

If  you want a book or journal located in the RRSS, simply
go to the Libraries Web page, place your request and then
go to the Ekstrom Library circulation desk to pickup the
item. The retrieval process takes about five minutes.

Not every item will be housed in the RRSS. The Univer-
sity Libraries currently have over 1.9 million volumes and
the collection is growing. The RRSS can store 1.2 million
volumes, so it will not have enough space to hold the
entire collection. The RRSS will be used to store less
heavily used items, including older journals as well as
books from all of the University Libraries.

Books and journals that are housed in the RRSS will be
electronically available for browsing. You can browse the
items by using Minerva, the online catalog. If  you find an
item in the subject area you are interested in, just click on
the call number to get a browsable list of titles with
subsequent call numbers. You will not, however, be able to
physically browse the bins of the RRSS.

UofL librarians, Neal Nixon and Judy Wulff  published an
article in the July 2004 issue of Journal of the Medical
Library Association entitled “Quality markers and use of
electronic journals in an academic health sciences library.”
Librarians have been concerned about whether conve-
nient electronic access trumps other quality consider-
ations in patrons’ choices of journal articles. Using
statistics supplied by vendors of electronic journals and
circulation statistics for paper copies, Nixon and Wulff,
found that, when ease of use was equal, journals that
were used frequently in print were also used frequently in
electronic format and that use had positive correlations
with other quality markers for both print and electronic
versions.  Electronic titles that had not been selected for
the library’s print collection, but which had been bundled
into package deals, received little use compared to those
selected specifically for the library’s clientele.  The
findings indicate that librarians’ traditional collection
development practices based on quality and user needs
can be applied with confidence to the electronic environ-
ment.
The article was chosen as the first selection in the new
Medical Library Association CE program, MLA Indepen-
dent Reading Program.  It was also selected as a featured
article in Informed Librarian Online, a current awareness
service for information professionals.

FIRSTConsult™
Kornhauser Library has recently acquired access to the
online resource FirstConsult.  FirstConsult is an evidence
based primary care decision support tool providing quick
concise information to clinicians and health care profes-
sionals.  As part of  the MDConsult Clinical Knowledge
System, FirstConsult is a differential diagnosis tool that
covers a long list of medical conditions. For each condi-
tion it includes background, diagnosis, treatment, out-
comes, prevention and resources.  This new resource is
available online to the entire University of Louisville
community.
